Sunday Readings 
 

Romans 10.8b-13 
But what does it say? 
‘The word is near you, on your lips and in your heart’ 
(that is, the word of faith that we proclaim); because 
if you confess with your lips that Jesus is Lord and 
believe in your heart that God raised him from the 
dead, you will be saved. For one believes with the 
heart and so is justified, and one confesses with the 
mouth and so is saved. The scripture says, ‘No one 
who believes in him will be put to shame.’ For there is 
no distinction between Jew and Greek; the same Lord 
is Lord of all and is generous to all who call on him. 
For, ‘Everyone who calls on the name of the Lord 
shall be saved’ 
 

Luke 4.1-13 
Jesus, full of the Holy Spirit, returned from the Jordan 
and was led by the Spirit in the wilderness, where for 
forty days he was tempted by the devil. He ate 
nothing at all during those days, and when they were 

over, he was famished. The devil said to him, ‘If you 
are the Son of God, command this stone to become a 

For Enquiries about Baptisms and Weddings, 

or general enquiries, please contact a member 

of our Staff Team below.
